What is it like to be in Third Form?

I am in certainly not the most exciting class at school.

Despite my complete judgement, I still enjoy being a third form.  It is enjoyable being a third former e.g. I can take advantage of 1st and 2nd formers and less subjects form the report.  We also have more chances to practice more on the computer for Information Technology.  Another advantage of being a third former is having the number of periods of French and Spanish but being a third formers has it disadvantages e.g. Being bullied by 4th, 5th and 6th formers in general because you don’t “lef a $100” for the older boys.  Also the assignments carry a heavy load like more group work than ever and longer hours at night studying.  Despite my terrible school life I enjoy going home to be “large and in charge” because as the second oldest out four children I have the pleasure from 3:30 to 6:30 pm every afternoon except Saturday and Sunday of being responsible of my smaller brother and sister.  During which I spent my time looking television and using the computer or using the telephone.  I really enjoyed studying for History & Literature despite it taking up a lot of time in doing so.  Despite these advantages & disadvantages of being bigger by a year the pressure is mounting extreme fast and fun being responsible in a number of activities.

I enjoy being a third former at the second highest and best secondary school in Guyana and I wish I can finish being a third former and even more exciting to finish adolescence.

For me it is not easy being in Third Form.  Having to deal with fourteen subjects is more difficult than anything else in my life.  The assignments take me forever no matter how early I start.  It’s just very difficult.  I have my friends and that’s good.  I also like some of my teachers and most of the time I understand the work they teach me.  Electricity is a little confusing.  I love Social Studies.  During English I sometimes feel sleepy but I always understand what the teacher is saying.  I don’t love Literature but it’s alright.  I try to keep up in Spanish.  Maths sometimes confuses me and sometimes I understand.  French and Geography are my least two subjects because both give me a headache especially when studying them for tests.  History is becoming a little easier and I’m starting to like our teacher.  I like Information Technology and the teacher is great.  Music is not fun but I don’t have a problem with it.  Food and Nutrition is one of my favourite subjects.  Physics always confuses me and I always come out of class having a headache and feeling lost.  Overall though, I get by and at the end of the term I feel happy with overall percentage.

To be in third form is to be in a harder second for or a much harder first form.  This is so because in third form everything seems to be hard but there are some things that are good about it.

Some of the good things would be that you are even more acquainted with your classmates than in second form so there is a very friendly and lively atmosphere in the class until a teacher enters the class.  Not all the teachers are bad, just some, some of them are cheery and this is one thing that is good also, but on the other hand some of them are just always in a bad mood so when they come we get into a bad mood also (I will not call any names).  Another good thing is that since you know your friends better they help you with homework and schoolwork and they basically help you to understand better, because I believe that is easier to learn work form a friend than from a teacher.  Well, of course there are bad things about being in third form because there would not be good without the bad.  Some of these things, for instance, are that there is much more work to do and it means that there is less time to socialise with your friends.  There are also much more assignments to be done and tests to be studied for and this means less time at home for recreational activities.  The hardness of the work definitely increases so there is more work to learn.  But if you manage your time well you will be able to fit everything in.

I have found that school is never what you want it to be but what you make it to be. Therefore, if you have a positive mind set school can be the best place in the world.

It is very challenging to be in third form of a secondary school because you will have to study harder.  You have to do all homework/assignments and submit them on the date of submission.  You have to write more notes and practice work because you are getting closer for your Caribbean Examination Council.  The CXC syllabus starts from first form and gets more challenging after each form.  At the third form stage you get introduced to the different science subjects, you get to start the Information technology.  These are to help you to choose which stream you want to go in when you reach fourth form.  The subjects that you normally do increase in number.  The Literature books that you use, you have to memorise the different characters, themes and settings from third from until the fifth form. You have to practice your work so as to do very well in your homework and assignments and as well as your end of term and end of year examinations.  You also have national third form examinations to write.  If you do not do well from the third form you cannot get enough time to make up in fourth form because you will have all different SBAs to write.  You should start working hard form the third form to improve your grades so when you reache the fourth and fifth forms it would not be very hard for you.  Your playtime should be shorter and your study time should increase in order to pass your exams, so third form is one of the most challenging forms in secondary schools.

Being in third form is a once in a lifetime opportunity at least for most persons.  Third form is a class that requires a lot of seriousness and hard work.  In third form there are man different challenges that we, the students, will have to overcome.  Not problems that are only academic but social.

Being in third form at the Bishops’ High School involves many extra curriculum activities.  In third form you begin to join organizations which you were not allowed to join while in lower school.  For example, the Interact Club.  You also attain a sense of maturity and a difference between right and wrong, so that we, the middle schoolers may be good role models to the lower school.

Experience in taking part in concerts, drama and other school activities all come when you are a third former at the Bishops’ High school.

With all that we have going on around, we, the students, must try hard to do well in every term since we stream off and there is also a National Examination which all students of the third form must write to determine whether or not you will be streamed.  At this period in time teachers are sometimes harsh and they try to make sure that we remain focus and do not become complacent.

Although there are many experiences that students encounter in third form it can be stressful, especially at times when assignments keep coming one after the other and eventually pile up, although this is partly our fault due to a constant habit of procrastinating.

Besides that, third form is very exciting and students should enjoy it while it last.

It is a very indescribable feeling to be in the third form.  It is quite an exciting feeling to be in the third form.

It gives you a feeling of maturity, that you are growing up, and it gives you a responsibility to sit and behave in a very mature way.  Although the schoolwork, the homework and the assignments become harder, and there is more pressure on you to do better, it gives you an excitement, and also it gives you a feeling or a responsibility to improve on yourself as well as your school work.  It also gradually introduces you to the real world and also giving you time to let go gradually of your childish ways, although, on leaving primary school and on going into high school you should have already let go of your childish ways.

It also helps you to socialize with other students of the same age group and of different races, religions and beliefs, so it also helps us to become a more united people and bonding us together.

The teachers also help to prepare us for the future just like the school and the third form level.  It helps us to decide our future and it also helps us to become more educated people in a very quickly advancing society.  It also gives us the present day technology as well as reminding us of our fundamental building block on which we put the advancing technology.

So, all in all, the third form introduces us to the quickly developing world as well as giving us time to let go of our childish ways and also instilling discipline and helping us to develop a high self esteem and also equipping us with the tools that we need to face our future and making it a fun and educational learning experience.

Being in third form, to me, is not anything big or exciting.  Third form in the Bishops’ High school so far has been okay.  It is different from back home, in Toronto, because I would now be starting High School and making new friends.  Here you’re with the same students from the previous forms that you have been in.  Sometimes I get so annoyed with the students in my class!  They are so loud and they act like they do not know that our class is right next to the staff room.   When we are loud a teacher always comes and the people that haven’t been talking and whatnot are punished with the rest of class and I hate that.

Don’t get me wrong I like the students in my class, there nice, funny and interesting.  One of the good tings about my class is that no matter how boring or uninteresting the subject might be, someone would be cracking a joke and making the class laugh even the teacher.  If someone is getting made fun of they don’t take it serious and brush it off.  I like that, and believe me there is always someone that is making fun of somebody else.

Since it is the Bishops’ High School, the top school in the country you would think that the work would be hard, but to me its not, because the teacher at Bishops’ High school teach the lessons so that the students can understand it properly and can achieve excellent grades in their subjects.

Overall, so far, third form has been good.  I haven’t got in trouble or anything, yet!  I’m keeping up my grads.  I have noticed that with every term I move up in my positions and last term I was 4th.  So hopefully I can get into the top 3 this term and prove that I’m not some “girl, who doesn’t know anything.”

When I was in first and second form, I often wondered what it would be like in third form.  I used to look at the third formers with respect as they were bigger than I was.  Sometimes I heard that when you are in the third form you can use the computer room and the microscope.  After that, I couldn’t wait to go into the third form.

Now, I have finally reached the third form level. Being in this level has made me understand what I would be experiencing in higher forms and made me clearer of what CXC would be like.  All my hopes of using the Computer Room had come through as well as using the microscope.

Since I have been in the third form, some new subjects were being introduced such as Electricity and Information Technology.  A new level of work has also been introduced.  In this form, I have tried to be independent with my schoolwork, learn to do things on my own and even to socialize better.

In this level I found out that third form is an important stepping stone to reach the fourth form level. In the fourth form the students in my class will be streamed off to the various subjects streams so this means this will be the last time we might all be together in one class.  I also found out that in third form you will be taught basic things so in CXC there will be no difficulty in achieving high grades.

Being in third form is very stressful yet fun.  There is a lot of work to be done in class.  We get a lot of assignments everyday and by the end of the day you are as tired as a normal worker.

Being in second form was so easy but coming over to third form was hard.  Everyday the teacher would usually come and give us a lot of homework, although they know how much we already have.  Well, assignment in my case is done the night before submission all because I have homework each night and most night I got to bed very late.

But the best part of being in form 3 is being with friends who help you in your work.  To my opinion when you are around the people you like, work is done more quickly.  And my friends are all brilliant people and that encourages me to work more hard.

Third form is the year when the CXC syllabus begins and that gets me a little scared for from this year onward I know to myself that I have to work very hard if I want to be someone in this world.

I wonder if fourth form is going to be as good as the third form year yet knowing that my friends are not going to be with me.

Third form I end is very stressful, but maybe when I grow up I would not regret it.

In third form it is like you’re alone and everyone wants you to be the ideal student which I know is good, but it is stress.  When you think one assignment will be all for one day, you get another or two more assignments.  Sometimes, you just have to wonder if the teacher come together and plan this.

Third form I think is much more easier than second form because there were more subjects back then but they dropped them when we entered third form. Now, in third form I am getting to understand some teachers’ way of teaching which is far more understandable.  When I began my second semester in third form, I had made new resolutions, to aim for 85% rather than just a 80% or 70% but once I’m over 70%, I will be fairly happy because since I started Bishops I was most a 70% student but on one occasion I got 80% in the first semester of third form.  I planned to be a better person, at least try, but I’m happy just the way I am.  I can’t help but to keep wondering or dreaming about what I want to become or which stream I want to go in.  I love both Business and Science, I know I could make it in Business because I am really good at Maths and I come from a family in the business community.  On the other hand, Science, I love it and I do well in the subjects but I just can’t help thinking if I’ll do good in a career in Science, I just don’t have a clue on what to do, lack confidence.

I must say I have the best set of friends in the world and I love all of them dearly.  We crack jokes, laugh, study and talk a lot.  I wouldn’t exchange them because they’re like my second family.

I love my school, friend, teachers and everyone else even my enemies if I have any.  I love Bishops’ High School for the persons that I am now, intelligent, great self-esteem and the brains.  I am pretty happy about my life and just love third form.

Third form is my third year in High School.  This is the last year I will spend wearing short pants.  So far third form life has been interesting.  Some good things happened and some dreadful things occurred.

First term was quite interesting with the teacher then, because we could talk about almost anything with him and ask him personal questions like about your gender and what changes occur during this specific period of your life.  We shared our views about adolescence and the physical changes, emotionally changes and being attracted to the opposite sex.  My overall average at the end of the first term was above 65% which is reasonable for me.  The subjects that I was weak in were English and French.  English is taught by someone else and she is an old woman that makes English classes quite lifeless by her drozy, dragging voice and a lot of note taking.  I have myself to blame for making French so difficult to gasp because I hardly paid attention but I’ve learned my lesson because a wise man once told me “Paying attention is the key to success.”  Other than subjects I also took part in social conversations and me and my friends would be talking about our problems we face or what is taking place recently.  I also took part in sports although the only games I could play were basketball and table tennis so I was not quite an athlete.

So far the second term has been exciting and fun as well as hard working.  During this term so far my attention was not only on my academic work but it was also on girls.  Well after all it is a part of growing up and maturing and being responsible for yourself and your body.  During this term so far I would safely say that I have overcome my shyness and a great deal of boldness came into play.  That is about it about what have occurred during my third form year so far and I hope life gets better than it already is.

In the third form the work is much harder.  I find some of the subject areas difficult.  I noticed that the subjects I had done well in, in forms one and two, I am now failing.  Being in the third form for me is like being in fifth form already.  The students in third form are the same persons I was with in the forms before so I do not find a problem with making friends.  Some of the subjects we did not do in the other forms I am doing now and I not doing well in them.  The teachers say that the third form syllabus is preparing us for CXC.  I tried very hard to look over the work we do in school when I go home but it does not seem to be sticking.  The teachers in the third form are the same persons with some exceptions.  I think that some are friendly and some are hoggish but everyone is an individual.  I cannot change them to be somebody I want them to be but I can be a kind of person that they would want to be around.  I can adjust myself whenever I am around them.  They all encourage us to work hard in achieving what we want.  Being in the third form I seem to think that I am old enough to do what I want but being old enough is having responsibilities and doing them right and being able to abstain from wrong things but I am none of that so I am not old enough as I thought.  I am trying to pick up the pieces and start over.  When I am in the third form, it is also preparing me for the decision I will make about what stream I will be going into.

Third form is very “nice.”  I am in a class of mostly bright children and teachers who teach very well so that everyone could understand.  There are a few viragoes but that is alright cause it makes our class superior to the other third forms both in the sense of brightness and that no other class can bully us.

In third form we have options that is you have to choose between two sets of subjects to do along with the main subjects.  I must admit that the work is a little difficult but once you “put your head” to it I am quite sure you can achieve good scores say like above 70%.

In third form you have privileges which the junior school students are not allowed to do.  For example, you don’t necessarily have to wear ribbons and you are allowed to perform in plays and join the Interact Club.  But what we third formers, well most of us, is giving those junior school children, especially the one’s who like to play they are rude and no one can tell them anything, orders.

In third form teachers talk to you more and you get to understand their personalities better, for example in first form children may have thought the deputy was a very strict persons with no sense of jokes or laughing in her but in third form you see that she is a very friendly persons.  She would give us a joke or two sometimes but always would get back to her strict self again.

So when you are in third form always remember to do you best and you will come out with success.

Being in the third form is a challenging as I expected.  The amount of work and assignments increase and leaves less time for leisure activities.  Now that I am in the third form I have to carefully schedule my time as I take part in leisure activities such as Steel Pan playing.  In the third form we have discontinued certain subjects to make room for new subjects such as Physics, History and Information Technology.  There is also an optional period in which the students separate to go off to the subjects they have chosen at the beginning of the term.  We also have some new subject teachers and it is sometimes difficult to comply with their style of teaching.  The level of the work done in the second form has greatly increased and I have to study regularly to retain my grades.  In the third form we are now able to take part in other school activities that were not permitted in the first and second form such as Drama competition, the Bible Club and the Interact Club.  We in the third form are regularly reminded of the rules and regulations as we must lead by example for the lower school.  Because teachers are not always supervising us, we tend to make noise and as punishment we have to clean the school compound.  Of all the third forms my class, Form 3A, does the most cleaning.

Well, I guess it is very exciting from certain points of view.  When I say this I mean, some activities you tend to begin doing in the third form are more interesting than the ones you engaged in, in the lower school.  And the classes in the third form are “adult like” and also fun, it draws the attention of the entire class like a magnet and holds it there, well at least to a certain point of time.  And you continually want to learn more and more.

Being in the third form also gives you a chance to do things wand go places you’ve never done and been.  For example now that I am in the third form I was able to attend a seminar which I never got to do when I was in the first or second form.  An example of doing things is third formers usually take part in the CARICOM project, which of course I will be a part of later in the year.  All of the various experiences third formers have, help them to go out into the world as a citizen of some country or the other, to help and safe guard their futures and also others.

Third form, well, it’s a lot of work sometimes.  Not just work but HARD WORK but you simply have to learn to deal with it.  Because no one’s going to deal with it for you.  I have noticed that when you started third form you get popular, you get to know the first, second, fourth, fifth and six formers and they tend to know you also.  This is really no fun when everybody knows you and you are even more noticed by almost all the teachers.  Well that is not really something to worry about because I think the more teachers that know you, the better.

When you are in third form you accept or sooner or later will have to accept the fact that you are growing and should get serious with your school work and your future, let it be you career or residence etc. third form is no problem for me, because I can cope with all thirteen subjects fairly well and I try to make them all my favourite.

Third form requires a large amount of responsibilities, and a lot more of subjects to cope with

Being in third form is not an easy year but working hard enough is the key ingredient to success.  For me being in third form is very challenging because of the homework, assignments and tests.  I am doing thirteen subjects and we get a whole long list of homework for every one of the subjects we are doing, and sometimes one subject, example, Math you have like twenty sums to do and when you are finish you have to translate an entire composition that is in Spanish into English and both are due on the same day an sometimes the teachers do not know if what we did was correct or incorrect.

Secondly, the assignments sometimes we get assignments to do that are very simple and some that are very difficult, and when dong research everybody comes up with the same information and therefore we have sit and think which order we are going to put the information and although of this hard work and everybody has the same information but in different order and has good presentation, the score that you will receive will vary.

Thirdly the test, sometimes we get test on topics that we do not understand and when we find we have this problem the teacher says that he or she cannot explain because of the test that we have on the same day.  We know we could ask before the test but when you have assignments, homework and tests to study for you only concentrate on them but there are days when you homework and assignments to hand in and tests to write on that same day.  It is so complicated and difficult to do all this in one day.

Third form for me can be summed up as very challenging, extra work, more activities to participate in and very complicated.

Third form is a very difficult class there is the end of term tests the Third Form National Exam, the CARICOM project and a lot of other activities.  Some teachers give you a hard time they want you to do better. I don’t disagree with them I want to do better but there are some teachers watching your every move and waiting for you to do something out of the line and if you do not do well at the end of the term exam some of them assume that you have a boyfriend some of them even tell your parents with out even asking you or finding out if you DO! have a boyfriend.

Then there is the choice of friends there are some good friends, friends that help you, friends that betray your thrust and people that just simply hate you.  If you talk to certain people that for example “ride minibus” you are labeled as the friend of the minibus rider even if you do not do that.  So that is why you have to be very careful who you talk to or some times your friends does that and don’t tell you because they know that you would disapprove but other people see them and know them and you talk to them an then you would hear people saying “look de buss rider and she talking to she, she must be dis ride too.”

In third form you have to be very careful not to be caught with the wrong friend because that can certainly change what people think of you.

I have never switched secondary school so my entire third form life was spent in the Bishops’ High School

So far third form has been very stressful.  As soon as it began schoolwork and assignment rushed in in all of the subjects.  I personally do not like to do any homework or assignments.  I would rather spend my spare time doing things I enjoy by at the Bishops’ High School I do not have a choice since it goes down on my end of term report.

The second term of third form has only started two weeks ago and I already cannot wait until school closes again because this second term has begun much more difficult than the first and in second term the work will not get any easier.  Approaching the end of the second term in third form all the third formers has to write an extra examination called “The National Third Form Exam” which I heard is of Maths, English, Science and Social Studies.

Approaching the end of the second term of third form we, at Bishops’ High School, have a huge group project for CARICOM.  First of all I think it would be too much work but I can set my mind to it and get it done properly and the way I want it.  Secondly it is a group project.  I hate group projects because everyone has their own part to play and if one person does nothing the project would be a disaster.

Enough about the end of second term and national projects and exams.  Throughout  the second term third formers are put up with a lot of activities some of which are for the entire school but it is still an activity and the third formers have to take part and miss some lessons.  Missing a lesson especially from third form and above and squeeze in later in the week causing us to do extra work.  Once at the food sale, again at elliquesion and for any house days falling in the term.  Those are all missed lessons that will have to be made up for later in the term.

Third form so far has been one of my most hard working experiences in my life and because of it I want to finish school as quickly as possible.

Being in third form is a lot of fun.  For me, I would say it is the best class so far.  We have all matured a lot form second form to third and most students have become wiser on the way to treat others.  They have become more friendly and understanding which is a good thing for all.  Some students, however, have not matured very well.  They still practice their wicked and childish actions.  They do not realize that our CXC work had commenced since the first term of third form and it will continue to get harder.

As for me, it think I am taking my work more seriously.  I am trying my best to cope with the slow but definite increase of the work.

One thing I like with third form is that their are some subjects which are optional.  Of course, I chose the subjects I am better at and I think that had been partially the cause for my increase in grades.

One other good think about third form is that the teachers see how we have matured and take us more seriously.  But if this behaviour of some of the third formers keeps up I am afraid they may once again see us as the pathetic children we were in second and first forms.

As anyone can see third form has bad sides and good sides, advantages and disadvantages.  But nevertheless it is nice to call yourself a third former.  I am very glad that I have passed to come into third form and I would not trade it to go in any other class.  I am proud to say that I am in form 3B of the Bishops’ High School.

Well, it depends on how that third form operates.  As for me, in Bishops’ High, third form has its positive and negative sides.  Beginning with positives, it’s like you’re in a semi-adult world.  Discussing about our problems more openly and we operating with each other are some of the best things.  In my class, generally the topics are that of mixed type, sometimes ‘talks” about how stupid it is to kill your fellow citizens, the latest television show, who is the opt singer and so on arises a lot.  On the other hand, there are petit quarrels between girls and boys alike.  Since the previous 3B (the third form I’m in) left for us a not too good title, it was up to us to get a better one.  Unfortunately in my second term here, I’ve seen no results.  There are some who make efforts but it is too weak to gain recognition.  Some others just haven’t decided what they will do, while there are those who plan to do nothing at all.  These children give classes “bad-names’ which is not what a student would like to have.  For example, when I am at home, some of my parents’ friends might visit them.  Then they would probably edge their way into talking about schools, and maybe mention Bishops’ High, and praise the school and say many good things about it.  But me on the other hand, is not as please as they are because I attend the school and I know what goes on, esp, in third forms, so I end up feeling guilty.  In third form we have our class clowns and our scholars.  It is indeed something to be proud of (having good scholars) but you cannot judge a book by its cover.  Out of classes you might assume one identity while in class you have another.  I think it’s all about basically what your behavior is about.  If you are someone who possesses good debating skills, games and academic performances you are most of the time respected for that.  Now with people like that there is alto of competition fighting for highest reconigtion in all aspects. It is also about seeing what life really is like, preparing yourself for CXC, other examinations, competitions etc, and knowing that you’ve done your best.  If your class isn’t respected by teachers, it sort of puts a heavy grey looking cloud over your sunny day.  You feel let down but no matter how hard you try to gain the desired respect, there is always someone trying to let you down again.  Third form has its successes and its hardships but by always being cooperative, I think our goals can be achieved.  We all want the same thing, being renowned in our specific field of study.  I think being in a third form is the best thing, enduring hardships with fellow classmates and sharing joys when it is called for.

Well being in third form at the Bishops’ High School is not too special, but it means a great deal to me as a teenager.

Being in third form has its good and bad.  You are under a lot of pressure by friends especially, this time to me means not everyone who are your friend is really a friend to you and it seems sometime you can not trust anyone to much because it seems that somehow that persons may tell persons about you, whom you did not want to know certain things about you.  Sometimes it feels frustrating, you cannot trust anyone, you have so much on your mind, it feels hopeless sometimes to find a friend you trust.  Your parents and teachers sometimes put much pressure on you when you are trying to sort things out in your own personal life.  Being a guy is sometimes hard, being pressured by friends and society that it all feels so …. Well I try my best when it comes to the pressure but sometimes need that encouragement from my friends.  To top it all off, there is so much work, assignments, deadlines to meet that you feel stressed out at the end of the day, but when I go home I spend ten to twenty-five minutes alone, stop thinking about the pressure of life and relax, take deep breaths and just relax.  It helps me a lot when my life seems upside-down.

In third form also you have to make so many choices that would impact your future, so many choices, your friends, drinking, smoking, drugs, sex, that you need to just slow down a bit, the time is flying.  Soon we will be out of school, going on to universities, colleges, work.  Now that is something to think about.  It seems frustrating and you wished if you could go back to first form when your life was now starting and make the right choice because in life you have so many challenges to face but you have to face them without fear.

Some days you feel like the whole world is just being really mean to you but you have to find that silver lining, the bright side of the situation even when things seem dull and you do not have a friend to talk to, you need God to help you wit all the pressure and fatigue and stress of being an adolescent in third form.  Your not too young but then again not too old your just right in the middle, making choices and trying to be proud of yourself at what you have accomplished so far and try harder in the future because I am the future and it all rests on my shoulders.

Third form, for me, is a great experience.  It calls for greater challenges, greater efforts and lots of work.  Also for me, it is a starting point in life.  A good time to plan for the future, to think about a career and to decide whether you want to put all your efforts into what you’re doing to succeed or just relax and fail to prepare therefore, preparing to fail.

Yes, third form is a great challenge which calls for a lot of work.  And you need to get your priorities in order so as not to get your leisure activities in the way of your schoolwork.  Third form is difficult at times particularly as the terms go by.  But as long as you put your mind and effort into it you will some day succeed.  Some persons complain that the work is hard and getting even harder, I have to admit I am one of those persons.  But as you think about it, it’s just challenging that’s what life is all about, challenges.

Apart from the work I have to say I like third form.  it is also the time when you start to mature into the persons you will become as an adult.  But in addition to this, third form is a lot of fun.  May be you’ll get into detention or get into some sort of trouble.  But sometimes some children get into trouble because they like it or sometimes I think they just want to aggravate the teachers.

Third form or as a matter of fact school on the whole is a child’s life.  They may go through both good and bad experiences and challenges.  They develop their abilities, learning skills and it all depends on their friends and the environment that they develop their attitudes, behaviour and morals.  This is a chance for them to become what they want to be.

This is now my second term in third form and it has proven to be a very difficult place to be.

When I entered this form I thought it was going to be like all the other forms, second and first, but I misled myself, so far it has been a tough challenge to keep good grades and to cope with the increasing hard work and I also have to deal with the stresses of everyday life.  Trying to balance the issues of school and home isn’t easy.  The teachers at school are not easy on children, some give tons of homework and assignments to complete in a day or two.  Sometimes I stay up until all hours in the morning trying to finish assignments and when I am finished I get little or no sleep and the next day I feel so tired and groggy and can’t properly understand some of the day’s lessons. They might begin at four or five o’clock and end as late as eight o’clock and they even give homework that is due the next day.

And then there is home to deal with.  Some children have so much work to do in and out of house.  There is barely any time for leisure or relaxation and also they may have problems within the family which can worry a child, even get them sick and I know from experience, how sick a child could get form worrying about these problems.

Yes, third form is a very tough time for everyone both children, parents and teachers who sometimes have to change their roles form teacher to parent, nurse and referee but after you pass to fourth form you will look back and say it was all worth it.

In the third form you are introduced to various activities within the school.  Third formers are being introduced to Mentoring Programmes which is done by the Bishops’ High School Old Students Association.  This helps to improve the children’s self-esteem, etc.  Third formers are introduced to the CARICOM project which the school keeps every year.  We have to summarise the attitudes, dances, activities, carnivals, etc. of an island in the Caribbean.  We can also be a member in the Bishops’ High school interact programme, which helps its members to socialize with and help those that are less fortunate.  For example donating to charity, socializing with children at the hospital so that they cannot feel lonely and idle.

This period is when many teens now discover themselves – that’s a migraine.  I have made some mistakes in the past – as everyone did – but this made me “me” for the better.  I know what I want to do, how I want it to happen, but of course I don’t know when they’ll occur and when they reach me – leap at the opportunity.  Many adults I know say that I’m mentally and psychologically mature for my age, all thanks to my mother, but some teens I know aren’t as fortunate.

For example, there is a girl I know, at least I thought I knew that I considered to be one of my “true” friends, but peer pressure wrapped his nasty claws around her and twisted her personality for the worse, now bus conductors fill her mind.  She was never what you could call curvaceous, she is very thin, but pretty and it seems to me that now she loves attention.  She never adhered to warnings nor pleading for her to make wise decisions, she continues along the wrong path – flirting with grown men, and deliberating asking them personal questions which she merely calls curiosity.  (Haha, don’t make me laugh.)  She goes bus riding almost every afternoon, skips her lessons for no good reason.

One of my teachers once told me as she gave me my letter and application for the mentoring that I will regret as I get older that I didn’t take in my education and opportunity to come to THE BISHOPS’ HIGH SCHOOL in my youth but that’s another story. It’s stressful, especially when teachers and friends put false accusations on your reputation.

As a student of the Bishops’ High School being in third form is quite a lot of hard work.  Being in third form asks you for more time to study.  There are also quite a number of assignments to be done, but between all of that being in third form is great.

As a third former you get opportunities such as: get to pick 2 subjects form a group of six (6), this was a great opportunity for me.  I did not have to do technical drawing any more.  In third form you are introduced to newer subjects such as Information technology and physics.  In third form you go in depth in Food & Nutrition and Home Management, these are two of the options you get from the group of six.

Becoming a third former made me a little more serious about my academic studies that is because in the next two years I will be sitting my CXC.  Being in third form helped me to make that decision about what career I would like to have.  Being in the second term I have already made my decision about which stream I would like to go into and which stream I am working to go into.  I am now preparing myself for my National third Form Exams next term.

As a third former you get to join the Interact Club of the Bishops’ High School.  As a third former you are not in the lower school anymore but you are in the middle school.  Being a third former means that you are bigger than the first and second forms but it also means that you have more responsibilities.

At present I am really enjoying the third form.

Throughout my innocent and happy childhood I never met such problems as I’m meeting now in third form.

Being in third form in one of Guyana’s best school is an experience I would never forget.  Third form is the year that I am going through now and so far problems come from everywhere I turn.

First of all, the assignments and test just keep coming in one after the other, two per day as I try my best to let them go.  The teachers in my school are really nice people and they are friendly and always trying their best to help you out when you’re in a problem but some can make you sleep in their classes cause they’re so boring and some make it seems like time fly fast cause their classes are exciting and interesting.

Another thing is the students in my class, 3B.  We would normally say it is the best and the class of angels but I think it is the worst and some of these angels are really devils.  Well, meaning that some students from this class are not so friendly with everyone.  The class in general is a fine class with nice and friendly students but there’re some exceptions.  Those exceptions are the people that give this class, my class a bad name and always picking on you, calling you names and if you do answer them back, they will pick a fight, and a quarel.  Sometime when I’m home thinking about how my day was, I burst into tears cause most of the time those exceptions pick on me.

It is also the time when you think about your future and career.  It is the time when you got to be wise and alert cause it is also the time when you get sexual feelings.

I can understand the work getting harder but that is life and to succeed I have to apply myself to my work and be a future successive doctor.

Some of the different advantages are: one, the younger students e.g., those in the first form level and sometimes in the second form level look up to you because you are older and more mature than they are. It is also good to know that in third form you are able to expand your knowledge by starting new subjects on your time-table.  It’s a pleasure too to remove subjects from you time-table because you are able to choose subjects depending on your are of study for a career.

And so because of all the above I am proud of being in third form.

In third form it is very weird like all the rest of forms.  The children are xxx having manners and respect for other especially the teachers, at least most of them.  This form has advantages and disadvantages.  Some advantages are from this stage it helps to educate me for the other levels which will enable me to be successful in life.  Children around help me to learn to deal with social issues.

Some disadvantages are some of the teachers do not explain the work properly which give me a difficulty in understand and some of the children have matured and now think they can rule other peoples lives.

Form 3 has helped me to understand and communicate with people better.  It has also helped me to ignore the children in my form which makes no sense in what they say.  To conclude Form 3 has been blessed by God.

Being in third form is slightly nothing different than the previous two years of being here in Bishops’ High.  However, I am convinced that at the beginning of those two years I was not as committed to achieving my goal as I am now.
